If we can’t take your donation, we encourage you to take clean, good condition clothing, sheets and towels to the Clothes Hamper in Kincardine.  Other clean, good condition household items may be taken to the Salvation Army Thrift Store in Port Elgin.  These businesses offer wonderful assistance to Women’s House clients.  Local churches and service clubs may take donations for rummage sales, many who, in turn, support us with financial contributions.  

You might also decide to donate items to the Diabetes Foundation, Saint Vincent dePaul in Goderich, the exchange area at local dumps, and a recycling website www.freecycle.org where you can list available items by location (Walkerton and Owen Sound are listed).  Goods placed by the curbside and marked “free” are often greatly appreciated by low income families and thrifty individuals.
